APE Activity Report - 2012
Implementation of projects and achievement of planned objectives

During the current year, Foreign Policy Association has implemented 8 projects with the support of Balkan Trust for Democracy of the German Marshall Fund of the United States, Friedrich Ebert Stiftung Moldova, Soros Foundation Moldova, Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Czech Republic, USAID, and Government of Romania. 
1. Project: Civic Monitoring of the Visa Liberalization Action Plan of Moldova with the EU. The project was implemented by the Foreign Policy Association (APE) of Moldova with the support of the Balkan Trust for Democracy, a project of the German Marshall Fund of the United States during the period November 2011 – November 2012.  It was designed to assist Moldovan authorities in implementing the Visa Liberalization Action Plan with the EU, offered to Moldova by the European Commission on January 25, 2011. The project had to achieve the following key objectives:

· Start a permanent and impartial monitoring of the Visa Liberalization Action Plan with the EU;

· Inform timely and impartially the public opinion on the way Moldovan authorities implement Visa Liberalization Action Plan with the EU;

· Raise awareness of the society and Moldovan authorities about the challenges that has to be dealt in the course of executing Visa Liberalization Action Plan with the EU; 

· Increase the role of the Civil Society in executing Visa Liberalization Action Plan with the EU; 

· Beef-up the reform partnership of the Civil Society with Moldovan authorities;

· Increase the positive pressure on Moldovan authorities to move forward with the reform agenda agreed with the EU in the framework of the visa liberalization dialogue.

As a result of the project, APE has published two Visa Liberalization Civic Monitoring Reports:

· 1st Visa Liberalization Monitoring Report “Moldova scores 8,6 out of 10 for implementing the Action Plan on visa liberalization”;

· 2nd Visa Liberalization Monitoring Report “Fighting Corruption, Preventing Discrimination and Strengthening Border Management”. 

The 1st Report was done by APE in partnership with the experts of the Romanian Center of European Policies (CRPE) from Bucharest, which has a rich experience in monitoring the Schengen criteria by Romanian authorities. This partnership helped APE to exploit CRPE monitoring experience and methodology in assessing the implementation of reforms required by the Visa Liberalization Action Plan. Furthermore, it further strengthened the institutional cooperation between APE and CRPE. 
The 1st Monitoring Report was presented and debated in the framework of the Press Club organized every two weeks by the Foreign Policy Association with participation of the TV and Radio channels, News Agencies, Daily Newspapers and NGOs. The project conclusions were discussed at the “European Vector” Program that is aired in prime time by the national TV channel Moldova 1. Moreover, the conclusions and the recommendations of the 1st Monitoring Report were stated in the open letter addressed to Cecilia Malmström, European Commissioner for Home Affairs, by the Visa-free Europe Coalition, on 21 June 2012.  In their reply to the open letter from 27 July 2012, Cathrine Ashton, Vice President of the European Commission and Cecilia Malmström, European Commissioner for Home Affairs, have assured the Visa-free Europe Coalition that they dully appreciate the efforts of the Moldovan authorities and fully stand by the principle enshrined in the Eastern Partnership Warsaw’s Summit Declaration including ‘merits-based’ approach and ‘more for more’ principle.  

The 2nd Monitoring Report “Fighting Corruption, Combating Discrimination and Strengthening Border Management” comprises three distinct studies on anti-corruption, anti-discrimination and integrated border management reforms that have to be done during 2nd implementation phase. It was debated in the framework of the Conference “Engaging civil society in the promotion of the Republic of Moldova’s European agenda” organized by APE, in Chisinau, on 19 October 2012. The Conference was attended by 50 participants: Moldovan officials from Ministry of Internal Affairs, Ministry of Justice, National Anti-Corruption Center, Border Police, Ministry of Foreign Affairs and European Integration, civil society experts, journalists, and foreign diplomats. The chapter on anti-corruption reforms of the 2nd Monitoring Report, was presented and debated at the EU – Moldova Forum in Berlin from 23-24 October 2012, organized by APE in partnership with the German Council for Foreign Relations from Berlin and the Institute for Eastern Studies from Warsaw. The EU – Moldova Forum in Berlin was attended by over 100 participants: Moldovan and EU politicians and officials, as well as civil society experts. 

Project has enabled APE to start a permanent monitoring of the visa liberalization dialogue with the EU involving at the same time civil society experts, journalists and the representatives of the key Moldovan institutions.  It also has helped APE to extend its pool of associated experts and boost its monitoring capacities. It also supported the civil society organizations to put positive pressure on Moldovan authorities to fulfill their commitments in the framework of visa liberalization dialogue with the EU, including approving crucial legislation, such as anti-discrimination law. And last but not least, the project raised awareness of the society and Moldovan authorities about the challenges that has to be dealt in the course of archiving visa liberalization with the EU. 

2. Project: Development of the European perspective of the Republic of Moldova through electronic means of communication (webpage: www.europa.md). 
The project has been implemented with the assistance of the Soros Foundation Moldova and has been designed to support the day-to-day development of the Europ.md website - www.europa.md which is a real and efficient instrument to inform the public opinion about the progresses made by Republic of Moldova on its path of European integration as well as about the EU’s policies and internal evolutions. The main goal of the project is to promote dialogue; expand communication networks; share valuable experience and good practices between national and international organizations, governmental and nongovernmental institutions; advocate European democratic values among Moldovan citizens; enhance the advocacy and communication abilities of the nongovernmental sector by producing news, interviews, articles and different other media products; set up and informational data base regarding the progresses made by R. Moldova on its European integration path (monitoring studies, news, research). 

The layout of the webpage Europa.md was changed completely being revised taking into account the current developments. The main menu was readjusted and includes new columns as well as European integration highlight issues, such as: Visa Liberalization Dialogue; Association Agreement; Deep and Comprehensive Free Trade Agreement; EU assistance; EU & Transnistrian Settlement. The column civil society provides the nongovernmental organizations with the opportunity to promote their monitoring studies as well as their work in the field of European integration. The webpage contains also a column dedicated to bilateral and multilateral relations of the R. Moldova with the EU, which includes official documents as well as unofficial statements. Europa.md has become part of the visa free coalition Europa.md allows the nongovernmental organizations to promote their initiatives and establish partnerships with the other counterpart organizations and institutions. The webpage offers pertinent articles and relevant interviews on European integration topics with Moldovan and EU officials, politicians, diplomats, and experts. Thus, since January 2012, the Europa.md webpage managed by APE has been visited by 60.000 visitors.  

3. Project: Building Pro-European Agenda in Moldova: Sharing Experiences in South Eastern Europe.

The project was implemented with the assistance of the Soros Foundation Moldova aiming to strengthen civil society’s capacities to engage in monitoring and evaluating the progress of the Government on visa liberalization issues, as well as the activity of the public institutions in the area of respecting human rights by exploring the Croatian experience in those areas. The project helped Moldovan civil society organizations to learn about the Croatian civil society’s involvement in the process of identifying and implementing institutional reforms in Croatia, about barriers faced and strategies applied for their overcoming, but also to find out more about the mechanisms and instruments used by the Croatian civil society in order to push authorities to engage in reforms concerning the human rights, justice and rule of law that are indispensable requirements on its way towards accomplishment of talks on the future Association Agreement and convergence with the European standards in major fields of concern.  
In the framework of the current project the Foreign Policy Association has undertaken following activities: 

· Study visit to Croatia of Moldovan civil society representatives from different areas (human rights, justice, foreign policy, minority issues, security, etc.); 

· Study visit to Moldova of the civil society representatives from Southeast European countries (Croatia, Serbia, Macedonia, Albania, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Slovenia, Romania and Bulgaria), aimed at familiarizing a broader range of experts, public officials, civil society and media representatives from Moldova with requirements implemented in their countries concerning the visa liberalization and related fields of transformation that required strengthening the democratic institutions, protecting human rights and learning how reforms were developed and what was the role of the civil society in engaging in this process;

· Round-table discussion “Building Pro-European Agenda in Moldova: Sharing Experiences in Southeastern Europe” where Croatian participants shared with Moldova civil society experts and public officials their pre-accession experience on democratic;

· Round-table to present and debate the recommendations drafted by the project participants taking stock of the Southeast European countries’ experience and designed to enhance the role of the Moldovan civil society in the areas of promoting judicial reform, combat corruption and protect human rights in partnership with the governmental institutions. 

The present project represented a valuable contribution to the process of strengthening and empowering civil society in order to play a more active role in promoting human rights’ observance and democratic reforms. It offered to the Moldovan experts the opportunity to acquire best practices from Croatia, an EU candidate country that managed to negotiate efficiently the most problematic chapters of accession. 
4. Project: European integration and Foreign Policy Dialogues. 
The project is implemented with the support of the Friedrich Ebert Stiftung Moldova. Its main goal is to bring Moldovan foreign policy issues closer to the citizens of Moldova, by making information more accessible to them. Therefore, APE has institutionalized a permanent informational and debating platform on European integration and foreign policy issues that gives space and explores the relevant and competent opinions – of the officials, politicians, businessmen, diplomats, local and international experts. The main beneficiaries of the project are Moldovan NGOs, journalists, foreign policy experts, international relations professors, political parties, politicians, parliamentarians, governmental officials, diplomats and of course ordinary people.  The project includes following main activities: 
· Bi-monthly radio program “European integration & Foreign Policy Debates”; 
· Publication of a monthly Newsletter; 
· European integration & Foreign Policy Press Clubs;
· Policy reports on European integration and foreign policy issues

In the framework of this project, APE has undertaken following activities:

· 19 European Integration & Foreign Policy radio programs and Newsletters. APE radio programs are aired twice a month on national radio channels Radio Voceabasarabiei and Radio Moldova. More than 60 notorious Moldovan and European officials, politicians, diplomats and civil society experts have been interviewed on Moldova’s European integration reforms and foreign policy issues such as: 

· Moldova’s  relations with the EU and United States, Germany, France, Poland, Lithuania, Czech Republic, Great Britain, Sweden, Hungary and international institutions such as UN, OSCE, NATO and GUAM;

· Settlement of the Transnistrian problem;

· Energy cooperation with Romania;

· Visit of German Chancellor Angela Merkel to Moldova;

· Energy cooperation with the EU & Russia, etc…
· 4 Press Clubs on European Integration & Foreign Policy discussing Transnistrian settlement, Energy integration with the EU, visa liberalization dialogue with the EU, anti-corruption reforms, visit to Moldova of German Chancellor  Angela Merkel;
· Published and disseminating 5 Policy Reports on energy security, anti-discrimination reforms, internal affairs reforms; Transnistrian settlement, comparative analysis EU versus Customs Union (Russia-Belarus-Kazakhstan).   
Due to the present project, APE has managed to:

· Establish a permanent and mutual beneficial foreign policy partnership between civil society and Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Parliamentarian Committee for Foreign Affairs and European Integration and political parties focused on deepening Moldova’s relations with the European Union;

· Provide public opinion with reliable, objective and timely information on issues and events that concern Moldova's foreign policy;

· Offer the project’s stakeholders the alternative views and perspectives on Moldovan European integration reforms and foreign policies topics.

5. Project: Searching for New Conflict Resolution Strategies by Acquiring Cyprus' Case Lessons. 
The main goal is to explore possible directions for solving Transnistrian conflict using Cyprus experience. APE in partnership with Soros Foundation Moldova, Turkish and Cyprus partners organized two study visits one in Turkey/Cyprus for 5 Moldovan experts, and one study visit in Moldova, including Transnistria region, for 8 Turkish, Cypriot and  EU experts. Currently, the experts from Moldova, Turkey and Cyprus are working on drafting a series of studies regarding the lessons learned from Cyprus that could be applied in the case of the Transnistrian settlement. The output will be the common research/book on the mentioned topic. Due to the present project APE has contribute to enhancing knowledge about conflict settlement among Moldovan experts, media and state stakeholders, increase the understanding of the Cyprus case lessons by the Moldovan experts and share the Transnistrian settlement lessons with the experts from Turkey and Cyprus. The key beneficiaries of the project have been as well Bureau of Reintegration of the Republic of Moldova, Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Republic of Moldova, Transnistrian administration (Legislature), civil society organizations from both banks of Dniester River, local authorities from the Security Zone of the Transnistrian conflict. 
5. Project: Increasing the role of Civil Societies in promoting confidence building measures in the areas of “frozen conflicts” of the Eastern Partnership. 

The project was implementing with the support of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of the Czech Republic. In the frame work of the project, APE organized in Chisinau a Civil Society Symposium on “The role of Civil Societies in promoting confidence building measures in the areas of “frozen conflicts” of the Eastern Partnership”. The key participants were the non-governmental organizations and civil society experts from Moldova, including Transnistrian region, Ukraine, Georgia, including South Ossetia and Abkhazia, Armenia, Azerbaijan, as well as Moldovan officials and experts, EU diplomats and officials, representatives of the “5+2” negotiation format, development donors that support confidence building measures in Transnistrian region (SIDA, World Bank, UNDP, USAID).  

The Symposium showed case the role that Moldovan Civil Society have played in promoting dialogue and confidence building with partners in Transnistrian separatist region. It also took stock of Georgian, Armenian and Azerbaijan experience and challenges in promoting confidence building measures in their areas of “frozen conflicts”. Upon the conclusions of the Symposium, Foreign Policy Association and its NGOs partners drafted a set of recommendations for the Civil Society Forum 2012 on “Increasing the role of Civil Societies in promoting confidence building measures in the areas of “frozen conflicts” of the Eastern Partnership”. 
The main project outcomes of the project were:   

· Increased relevance of confidence building for breaking stereotypes, overcoming animosities and communication obstacles in the areas of “frozen conflicts” of the Eastern Partnership;

· Enhanced role played by the Civil Societies in promoting confidence building measures in the areas of “frozen conflicts” of the Eastern Partnership;

· Established network of sharing information, knowledge and experience on promoting confidence building measures in the area of “frozen conflicts” among Civil Societies organizations of EaP countries. 
7. Project: 2nd EU – Moldova Forum. 
The 2nd EU – Moldova Forum was organized in Berlin, on 22-23 October by the German Association of Foreign Policy, Polish Institute for Eastern Studies and APE. It was an important event in the process of the European integration of Moldova. The Forum was attended by  European Commissioner for Enlargement Štefan Füle; Deputy Prime Ministers of the Republic of Moldova: Iurie Leanca, Deputy Prime-minister and Minister of Foreign Affairs of Moldova and Valeriu Lazar, Deputy Prim-minister and Minister of Economy of Moldova, Eugen Carpov, Deputy Prim-minister for Reintegration, Oleg Efrim, Minister of Justice,  Christoph Heusgen, Foreign Policy and Security Aide to the German Chancellor,  Emilie Haber, Deputy Minister of Foreign Policy of Germany, members of Bundestag, representatives of ministries and analytical institutions and economic associations. The 2nd EU-Moldova Forum was a perfect opportunity for meeting and sharing opinions about EU relations and contributed to intensification of those relations. All participants appreciated the reform progresses made by Moldova, but underlined that it still has to overcome serious problems, such as the corruption, inefficient judicial system, poor business and investment climate, etc.. On his turn, Mr. Štefan Füle, European Commissioner for Enlargement, stated that “The Forum has been the best expression of increasingly stronger relations between the European Union and Moldova”. In his view, the role of the European Union is to be more ambitious and to support courageous transformations made by Moldovan authorities and introduce a more inclusive policy towards Moldova. http://www.forum-ekonomiczne.pl/15245-2/summary-of-eu-moldova-forum/?lang=en 
8. Project: Contributions to the partnership for development between Romania and Republic of Moldova: Aug. 2012 – Aug. 2013. 

This project is implemented with the assistance of the USAID and Romanian Government. It aims at organizing five thematic meetings under the umbrella of the project “Contributions to the partnership for development between Romania and Republic of Moldova” and a final conference at the end of the project. The meetings are taking place in Bucharest and Chisinau. Each event is organized as a one-day conference (roundtable of 6 hours + 2 hours break). The five thematic roundtables and the closing conference are organized every two months. The first round-table on energy cooperation took place in Bucharest on 12 October 2012. Discussions and debates are based on background papers (for each meeting) prepared in advance by the CRPE and APE experts. The background in-depth interviews are conducted with the main stakeholders in the field. The background papers evaluate the current state of the cooperation between Romania and the Republic of Moldova in the specific area of cooperation, identify the technical problems in advancing the bilateral cooperation in the analyzed field, bring solutions to improve and develop the bilateral cooperation in a given field. The round-table discussions focus on issues such as: (1) bottlenecks (2) points of interest and/or divergence between stakeholders, (3) proposed solutions and (4) timetable for immediate action. Following each debate, CRPE and APE experts will publish a policy memo with the main findings for each topic based on (1) the earlier background paper and (2) the recommendations and outcomes of the discussion.  Expected results are:

· Five thematic reports covering the following topics: a) energy sector, b) economic investment, c) free competition and market economy, d) justice reform and e) regional development.

· A comprehensive report assessing the relations between Romania and the Republic of Moldova after one year (2012 assessment report)

· Six bilateral meetings Romania – Republic of Moldova.
